stown Unit  was calculating how much food 

it would take  to feed the colony daily and 

then to preserve and store for the winter.  

Students made valuable connections be-

tween nutrition, health, and survival that 

sparked a genuine interest in food preser-

vation and nutrition. 

Agribusiness lessons were enhanced by a 

visit from the Virginia Beach Game Warden 

who talked to students about the logistics of 

the fur trade during the colonial area and 

also about why animal and nature conser-

vation is important today.  Students re-

ceived a Surviving Jamestown certificate at 

the end of the unit.
